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Although the International Panel on Climate Change reports are increasingly confident in the science of climate change, the UN Conferences have failed to achieve a consensus for effective action. At the same time, people’s lives in many countries are being affected. 

Two of the factors that underlie the lack of agreement on action are (i) the lack of trust between the major parties to the negotiations, and (ii) those who want change have not spoken with one voice – as the former president of Ireland Mary Robinson observed at the Warsaw conference in 2013.

Preparations have started for the UN Climate Conference that will take place in Paris in 2015. The UK government can play a positive and important role, and to help ensure this we in Wiltshire need to lobby our 7 MP’s effectively.
